Day 1 Sun. April 7th - Depart U.S.A.
We depart on our international flight for Tel Aviv, Israel, to begin our Holy Land pilgrimage.

Day 2 Mon. April 8th - The Holy Land — Jaffa- Mt. of Olives

We begin our day celebratingeucharist in the Garden of Gethsemanthen some quiet

reflection time and visit the All Nations Church. Enter the Old City through St. Stephen’s Gate to
St. Anne’s Church and the Pool of Bethesda where Jesus healed the lame man. We then begin
the Way of the Cross: Stand on the Lythostratus where Jesus stood before Pilate, then pray the
Via Dolorosa with Jesus to Calvary, ending at the Church of the Holy Sepulcher, place of Mt.
Calvary and cemetery of the Resurrection. On to visit the Room of the Last Supper, Upper
Room, and St. Peter in Gallicantu, traditional site of Caiphas’ house and imprisonment of Jesus.
Dinner is at our hotel.

Day 5 Thurs. April 11th - Western Wall — Jewish Quarter— New Jerusalem

Visit the Western Wall (“Wailing Wall”) and see the archaeological remains of the destruction of
the Temple by the Romans in 70 A.D. On to the old Jewish Quarter to view the Hurva synagogue,
Cardo Maximus- the colonnaded Roman street of Jerusalem, and Broad Wall from Isaiah’s day.
Mass in the Holy City Continue to the outdoor scale model of ancient Jerusalem as it looked at
the time of Christ and view the Dead Sea Scrolls, the oldest manuscripts of the Bible in existence.
We visit the Yad Vashem Holocaust Museum and Children’s Memorial. End our day with a city
tour of New Jerusalem including the Knesset, Israel’s parliament, President’s house, etc. Dinner
is at our hotel tonight.
